Volo TV have already been fitted to Coach D of 23 First Great Western services from Penzance to London which also features a real time train locator feature so that passengers can follow their journey progress on the screen.
Marcus Noble, CEO of Volo TV, said: “We have had a great response so far to Volo TV which offers passengers the ultimate entertainment experience on trains with unrivalled quality and usability which has allowed us to speed up train journeys without making the train faster.
“Through its advanced technology we are able to communicate with passengers and track what programmes are the most popular in order to help us monitor and update the programme listing to ensure we are giving passengers what they most want to see.
“To have created a world first is a fantastic achievement and we hope to work towards changing the face of rail travel for every type of passenger in the coming months as we approach the completion of the First Great Western fleet.”
